You will have noticed that our priests are 
now facing “East” during the Eucharistic 
prayer. An excellent ten minute video 
explaining the reasons for this is on our 
website and Facebook page.

Finally, we will have a Q&A session after 
the 9:30 Mass on March 12 in the rectory. 
Our parish is yielding seminarians! 
We now have seven young men from Star 
of the Sea in various stages of discernment 
and formation for the priesthood.

We did this because serving the 
altar at Mass is an important factor in 
priestly vocations. This makes sense.  
What better place is there for a young man 
to hear the voice of the Lord calling him to 
serve as a priest than before the altar of 
God? Please pray for all of our seminarians 
and soon-to-be seminarians, and pray that 
some of our high schoolers in our server 
program (young men of prayer and 
dedication) will also hear Jesus calling 
them to the priesthood.

The Sunday Scriptures  
by Fr. Joseph Illo 
“Did He really tell you…?” [Genesis 2:7-0, 3:1-7, Romans 
5:12-19, Matthew 4:1-11] On this first Sunday of Lent the 
serpent puts doubt into our mother Eve’s mind: “Did God 
really tell you not to eat of this tree?” And he tries to do the 
same with Christ in the Gospel: “If you are who you say you 
are, command this stone…” Jesus chooses the path of 
humility and trust. Let’s try to trust God over these next 
forty days in our fasting, prayer, and almsgiving.

Our special guest, Fr. Victor Warkulwiz, M.S.S. from the 
Missionary Priests of the Blessed Sacrament will be our 
guest and speaking at all Masses the weekend of Mar. 11th-
12th and Monday, Tuesday, and Wednesday 9am and 7pm 
on the benefits and necessity of Perpetual Adoration in our 
parish. Fr. Warkulwiz resides in the Archdiocese of PA and 
has taken his message of Perpetual Adoration to several 
hundred parishes in 47 states, Canada and elsewhere. Fr. 
Victor has dedicated himself to visiting a parish every 
weekend where the desire to establish or maintain Perpetual 
Adoration has been expressed. The fruits of his labor have 
been bountiful and include a spiritual renewal within each 
parish. Please remember that Perpetual Adoration is not just 
for a day, a week, a month or year. Rather it is for always. It 
is not temporary, but ongoing, lasting , permanent. St. John 
Paul II said: “Our essential commitment in life is to grow 
spiritually in the climate of the Holy Eucharist.” There is no 
greater love given to Catholics than Christ present in the 
Eucharist. Please do not miss hearing Fr. Warkulwiz. His 
homily is most inspiring and he has touched the hearts of 
thousands of Catholics in bringing them to a deeper 
understanding and love of the Blessed Sacrament.
