Statue. I am grateful to
the Alliance of the Two
Hearts and Fr. Matthew
Alejo for organizing the event and
providing an excellent reflection that
night. We can never spend enough time
with Jesus and Mary! I hope many of you
saw coverage of Pope Francis’ pilgrimage
to Fatima earlier this month; it was really
moving and I think this visit to Fatima
will be pivotal for his papacy, as it was for
John Paul’s papacy. You yourself may
want to attend our parish pilgrimage to
Fatima this September, in the footsteps of
the great popes. Call the office to register.
Earlier Wednesday afternoon, also, the
architects for our Master Plan received
final input from parish and school on how
to retrofit our buildings. The Plan will be
complete next month and I will hold an
open parish-school meeting to go over the
results. Ascension Thursday Eastertide is
quickly coming to its conclusion, with
Ascension Thursday this week (we will
have a High Mass at 6:30pm). In many
dioceses Ascension Thursday has been
moved to the following Sunday under the

workday. In fact, however, these
accommodations to secularism have led to
a drop in Mass attendance. Moving Holy
Days to the following Sunday (which also
wipes out that Sunday’s liturgy) implies
that a Holy Day Mass is not worth the
trouble of altering one’s weekday routine.
But people will always find ways to
rearrange their schedules for something
they really value, like a Giants game or a
birthday party. By moving the feast day
(essentially removing the obligation), are
we not saying that solemnities are not as
important as ballgames? Notice that
Sunday has become a workday anyway
and Mass attendance has diminished in
general. I think that if we call our good
people to greater holiness and prayer, not
less, they will respond. I hope to see you at
our Ascension Thursday Mass, on
Ascension Thursday, this Thursday!
