We will make our way
through Lourdes, Santiago, and to Fatima
for Mass on October 1. We are certainly

the three shepherd children in Fatima,
“pray the Rosary every day in honor of

Our Lady of the Rosary, in order to obtain

peace for the world and the end of the
war, because only she can help you.” God
alone can help us, and he has chosen to
save us through His Holy Mother. Union
of Hearts Last week Fr. Kennedy said
that the revelation given at Fatima was
essentially the Immaculate Heart. In the
darkness of that time (Western
civilization was collapsing in the misery
of the Great War), the “Beautiful Lady,”
emanating light and peace, told the
children that love will ultimately
overcome fear and chaos. The only lasting
reality is the Sacred Heart of Jesus, joined
to the Immaculate Heart of Mary. The
union of two hearts, of the man and the
woman, is our only hope. We too can and

must give our hearts to Him, through Her.
