Master Building Plan Star of the Sea parish
is blessed with a lot of real estate, but also
many deferred capital projects. That means
some buildings are in need of a few million ©
in upgrades, but a smart building
committee will find a way to leverage our
real estate to fix the buildings. That is just
what our new Building Committee is doing.
Brendan Cody chairs the Committee, and
members include Eva Muntean, Clarisse
Siu, and Nathan Mitchell among others.
The Committee has retained a local
developer, Mark Conroe, whose Presidio
Development Partners have built many
projects in the Bay Area over 20 years. Mark
will complete a feasibility study over the next
60 days to determine the best use of our
property over the next 99 years. Stay tuned.

Reopening Our School Our second big
project is to reopen our parish school in order
to provide an authentically Catholic
education for our young people. Our steering

by VeraCruz Consultants, which was
delivered to the Archdiocesan Department of
Catholic Schools last month. We also
submitted a plan for development and two
financial models, all of which are being
reviewed by the Archdiocese. The model of
school we are proposing is uniquely suited to
address families’ needs in a post-Covid world,
as well as preparing them in any age for
professional and personal success. Stay tuned.

Our City’s First Black Firefighter Sherman
Tillman and his wife Mary Ellen have been
members of our parish for many decades.
Sherman came to San Francisco at age 7, but
Mary Ellen’s family has been at Star of the
Sea for three generations. Sherman is a
Captain in the San Francisco Fire
Department, and currently president of the
Black Firefighters Association. He led the
effort to recognize our city’s first black

firefighter, Earl Gage Jr., by having a part of
Willow Street, just down from our Cathedral,
named after him. Mr. Gage suffered much
racial discrimination in 1955 when he joined
the department but, in Sherman’s words, was
a “man of God who tried to see the best in
people despite their flaws....” You can read
the entire inspiring article on Earl Gage in
the June 30 Catholic San Francisco,
www.catholic-sf.org.
