Rocha Fr. Rocha was ten
years old when he served his
first Mass at my new parish,
St. Joseph’s in Modesto. It
was the Jubilee Year 2000,
and I was coordinating our
diocesan pilgrimage to
World Youth Day in Rome.
We called it “Roma 2000,”
and 525 young people from
the Diocese of Stockton were
going to have Mass with
Pope John Paul IT in the Eternal City. Little
Michael could not go, but to kick off the Jubilee he
began serving the Mass at his home parish. Fr.
Rocha is a first generation Portuguese, whose
parents (Frank and Emilia) immigrated from the
Azores Islands. He finished high school in
Modesto, did his undergraduate degree at U.C.
Riverside, and entered St. Patrick’s Seminary at
Menlo Park. He was
ordained on May 18,
2019 and offered his
First Mass here at Star
of the Sea the next day
with an outdoor
barbecue after Mass
(thank you, Knights of
Columbus!). Fr. Rocha
did his first three years
of the priesthood at

the Church of the Epiphany here in San Francisco,
and then last year at St. Monica-St. Thomas, and

now he moves 13 traffic lights east to our beautiful "

parish for his fifth year as a priest. We welcome Fr.
Rocha to our parish, a community of prayer and
work for God's glory and the salvation of souls!
